 Congratulations to those of you that 
contracted $8.00 beans, for harvest delivery… 
and to those of you that contracted $3.50 
corn, for harvest delivery.  

 Reports are saying we should have a 
pretty good crop overall, and that with the ex-
tra acres there should be enough corn for eve-
ryone. I don’t expect to see any major up-
swings now until after harvest has been com-
pleted. Time can only tell.
